Their
killer, Tamsamqa Sishuba, entered without forced entry and used a panga and knife in a gruesome
attack. The case highlighted vulnerabilities in rural suburban security and shattered the sense of
peace in Great Brak River.

2. The Opispoor Restaurant Stabbing (January 2025)

A knife attack outside the popular Opispoor Pub & Grill left two staff and one patron stabbed multiple
times in the early hours of the morning. The open design of the restaurant, normally welcoming and
communal, became the stage for terror. Two suspects were arrested and charged with attempted
murder.
